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Insurance Fraud Starts with Unexpected Offer of
Repair Services

February 8, 2011

Each year consumers pay more for their auto and homeowners insurance policies as a direct
result of fraud. Unnecessary auto glass repairs, exorbitant towing charges, needless home re-
pairs, total roof replacements, sinkhole damage, solicitation of accident victims — these and
other kinds of insurance scams contribute to an annual loss amount estimated to be $30 billion
just within the property/casualty industry.

According to the industry’s National Insurance Crime Bureau, repair scams have one common
element—a solicitation from an individual offering repair services. If a homeowner has re-
guested an inspection or if an insurance company has authorized a vendor to conduct an in-
spection, that's one thing. But an unsolicited, unexpected and random “inspection” visit from a
service provider, whether it's a glass repair technician, a roofer, or a structural engineer looking
for sinkhole damage to your home could be the first step in a fraud scam.

That is why NICB advises consumers to always consult their insurance company or agent first
before allowing anyone to perform any inspection or repair work that will be “covered” by their
insurance.

NICB says that an unsolicited contact is a key indicator of possible fraud. Someone knocking
on doors for a roof inspection; a glass repair technician offering “free” repair work; a contractor
offering an unsolicited estimate for replacing storm-damaged siding—all of these are potentially
fraud precursors.

That is why NCCI tells consumers, “If you didn’t request it—reject it.”
NICB cites other scenarios where consumers should be on the alert.

In auto accident solicitations, the innocent people involved in the accident often receive a
phone call from a representative of the attorney or medical provider encouraging them to seek
representation or treatment to get the care and money they deserve. In some instances, the
caller may falsely represent themselves as being from the person’s insurance company. In
other situations the innocent people involved in the accident can even be approached at the
scene.

Not everyone who makes unsolicited contacts with homeowners or people involved in an auto

accident is looking to rip someone off. But NICB says “it is an unfortunate sign of the times that
when we find examples of repair or auto accident solicitation scams, they began with an unso-
licited visit or contact.”

When considering home repairs, NICB recommends that consumers consider these tips before
hiring a contractor:

Contact their insurance provider first
Get more than one estimate

Get everything in writing. Cost, work to be done, time schedules, guarantees, pay-
ment schedules and other expectations should be detailed

Demand references and check them out

Ask to see the salesperson’s driver’s license and write down the license number and
their vehicle’s license plate number
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Never sign a contract with blanks; unacceptable terms can be added later

Never pay a contractor in full or sign a completion certificate until the work is finished and
ensure reconstruction is up to current code

Make sure they review and understand all documents sent to their insurance provider
Never let a contractor pressure them into hiring them

Never let a contractor interpret the insurance policy language

Never let a contractor discourage them from contacting their insurance provider

NICB recommends that consumers involved in an auto accident work with their insurance provider
and, if they do need legal representation or medical care, that they don’t select an attorney or medi-
cal provider based on the advice of a person unknown to them.

WASHINGTON—Representatives of foreign and domestic insurance and reinsur-
ance trade groups are suggesting that one means of reforming the National Flood
Insurance Program (NFIP) is privatizing all or part of it.

The Reinsurance Association of America (RAA) and the Association of Bermuda
Insurers and Reinsurers (ABIR) made these comments Thursday at a forum
sponsored by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), which man-
ages the NFIP.

FEMA officials said the meetings (another one will be held in Denver Dec. 9) are
being held because “after more than a decade of seeking input, identifying issues
and conducting studies, FEMA believes that the time has come to undertake a
critical review of NFIP.”

A FEMA official said that with Congress considering significant reforms to the pro-
gram, “FEMA is prepared to assist decision-makers by providing a comprehen-
sive analysis that will both address issues of immediate concern and establish a
solid foundation for the NFIP’s future.”

But Blaine Rethmeier, a spokesman for the American Insurance Association, cau-
tioned that “privatization is only one of a number of concepts that needs to be
evaluated.”

He added that debating and reforming the NFIP is an ongoing process that began
a year ago and still has a ways to go.

In his comments at the forum, Frank Nutter, president of the RAA, said that on a
number of levels, there is a strong case to be made for privatizing the NFIP.

He said private insurers, reinsurers and capital markets have the capacity and in-
terest in underwriting flood insurance risk, and that has a “real upside for the
American taxpayers who ultimately bear the costs of the current program.”

A guiding principle of the NFIP “should be to protect the American taxpayer,” Mr.
Nutter added.

Brad Kading, president and executive director of ABIR, also noted that private in-
surance and reinsurance sends important signals to consumers about risk since
prices are based on the risk transferred.

“Thus, incentives are created to preserve environmentally sensitive land from de-
velopment; to promote storm proofing and risk mitigation by property owners; and
to protect coastal wetlands as important hurricane damage buffers that further
keep people and their property safe,” he said.

Mr. Nutter and Mr. Kading suggested a number of options that could be consid-
ered for privatizing all or part of the NFIP.
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They included having the private insurance and reinsurance sector assume flood risk
over time and eliminating or greatly reducing the federal role for providing insurance if
insurers could be encouraged to underwrite flood policies as part of standard home-
owners policies with actuarially sound, risk-based rates that reflect the true cost of
capital.

They also said insurers should be provided with incentives to assume NFIP policies
and that private sector flood coverage should be exempt from state rate regulation, or
alternatively, federal law should authorize competitive use and file rating rules for fed-
erally determined flood risk coverage.

Other ideas they proposed included forming a consortium of private sector underwrit-
ers supported by private reinsurance and utilizing the NFIP as an aggregator of risk—
at risk-based rates—with a defined strategy to spread the risk to the private reinsur-
ance and capital markets.
