
STANDING RULES OF NAIW OF SUSSEX COUNTY

Revised January 23, 2006
 1.. Dues to this organization shall be not less than $25.00 local dues plus National Dues.

 2. Organization expenditures must be:

A. presented to the treasurer for payment accompanied with an Expense Account Report;

B. presented to the treasurer for payment by June 15.

3. Any checks drawn on Association accounts must have two authorized signatures.

4. All records and reference materials are the property of the Association; therefore, all materials pertaining to an office or a committee shall be given by the retiring officer or chairman to his/her successor upon completion of his/her term.

 5. As a new president is installed for his/her term of office, they will be presented with the President's Pin Guard from the outgoing president. At the conclusion of their term as president, he/she will be presented with a Past President’s Pin Guard.

 6. Members who are honored as "Insurance Professional of the Year", "Claims Professional of the Year", and "Rookie of the Year" at the local level, or "Insurance Professional of the Year" or "Claims Professional of the Year" at the state level, shall receive an NAIW recognition pin depicting their name, the name of the award and the year.  This Rule is subject to the availability of Association Funds.
 7. The Official Delegate and Alternate Delegate for the State Annual Meeting, Regional Conference and National Convention shall be eligible for reimbursement in full of the registration fees subject to the availability of Association Funds. The Board of Directors will determine the availability of Association Funds..
 8. All projects that involve the General Membership shall be presented to the Executive Board and the Membership for approval.

9. The Standing Rules may be amended by a majority vote at any regular meeting provided that: a quorum is reached (40% of membership including proxies) and either the amendment has been submitted in writing at the previous meeting, or the amendment has been mailed to the entire membership at least ten days prior to the date the vote is to be taken.
